BY THE POLICE...
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* ¥ind a safe place to pull
ovar as soon as possible

e Turn off the car and place
your hands on the wheel
or dashboard

* Try your best to be
polite and calm

* Make no sudden movements,
and keep your hands
within view

e Don’t search for your
license and registration
until asked, because it
may look like you’re
trying to hide something

e If possible, take note of
oficers’ badge numbers,
names, and patrol car
numbers
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Remember: Lying to the police is a crime,
but invoking your right to remain silent is not

TRY

If asked, you must give the officer your name
and provide them with your license and registra-
tion. If given a ticket, you must sign it. You do not
have to answer any of the officer’s other ques-
tions, including those about your immigration sta-
tus, where you’re traveling, and what you’re doing.

If you

are detained

by immigration

officials, try your best to
stay calm, and do not resist arrest.

Regardless of your citizenship or immigration

status, you have the right to remain silent. You can

tell agents that you'll only answer questions in the presence
of a lawyer, although a lawyer will not be provided to you for
free.

Immigration officers must have probable cause in order to
make a lawful arrest. '

At border crossings, officers do not need a warrant to
conduct searches of your belongings or your car.

If asked by an agent to show your immigration documents
and you have them, show them to the officer.
